	Fungi and Lichen species are known to be sensitive indicators of climatic change and air pollution. BLM Wyoming will benefit from detailed information on lichen and fungi species locations and trends, in that it will improve our ability to plan for climate change adaptation. The Wyoming Natural Diversity Database (WYNDD) and/or professional mycologists will work with BLM to update state geospatial database inventory of potentially sensitive fungi and lichen species on public lands. Partners will set up long-term monitoring plots from which trends in sensitive species can be detected. BLM has no information about rare lichen & fungi species on public lands, and thus is unable to manage for mycological biodiversity and the key role of lichen and fungi in maintaining healthy communities and ecosystems. Partners will spend three or more field seasons collecting inventory data and specimens, and will produce annual reports of analyses of potentially sensitive fungi & /or lichen on public lands. 

	Geographic Description: 
	STATEWIDE 

	Benefits: 
	This project will greatly increase information regarding sensitive fungi &/or lichen species location and trends on public lands. There is currently a major knowledge gap on this topic, which prevents BLM from adequately planning to manage lands to maintain biodiversity and ecosystem function in response to climate change and air pollution. Lichen and fungi species are known to be sensitive to climatic change and air pollution. The results of this project will provide base information and long-term monitoring plots with which BLM can inform its planning and climate change adaptation actions. 

	Feasibility: 
	This project is very feasible: there are several mycological experts at CESU partner universities. Data will build on and update the Wyoming Natural Diversity Database (WYNDD) geospatial records. Information, data, reports and analyses will be regularly shared with BLM field office staff to assist management planning and actions. 

	Support/Opposition: 
	CESU Universities house mycological experts qualified to accomplish this project. The WYNDD program at the University of Wyoming will steward the data and regularly share it with BLM according to our data sharing agreement. There is no known opposition to this project.
