Asian Carps pose a considerable hazard to boaters, mainly due to Silver Carp jumping
into moving boats. This can cause human injury and property damage, comparable to
being hit with a bowling ball. Bait bucket transfer can move these fish around dams
and into reservoirs, causing serious deleterious impacts on fisheries and recreational
boating. Silver and Bighead Carp are in direct competition with native fishes for food
and space, and may prey on the larvae of native fishes.

White perch have been associated with declines in both walleye and white bass
populations. They out-compete native fishes for food and space and can hybridize
with white bass. White perch feed heavily on baitfish utilized by other species.
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
